The lesson from our experiment

AI does not think

It predicts patterns from training data

No common sense

Not grounded in physics or real-world understanding

Black box

Even the creators do not know why this specific outcome is produced

Human context is essential

We need frameworks and judgment









Three core observations about human behavior

1. Vulnerable moments

People start interacting with AI when they 
feel lonely, anxious, or overstimulated.

A non-judgmental place, always available.

2. Faster emotional opening

Less shame, less fear of rejection.

AI accelerates intimacy: “I love you” 
sometimes appears very early.

3. Rewards work

Positive feedback, points, levels.

Every interaction = dopamine hit = return 
behavior.





1
Create a non-judgmental experience

Bot/agent is friendly, empathetic, non-judgmental

“Understandable that this is confusing — may I take a look with 
you?”

2
Be fast and personal

Respond directly to individual signals: behavior, intent, context

Speed + relevance = trust

3
Build engagement with light gamification

Badges, milestones, surprises

Not childish — subtle

Reward = return = loyalty

4
Provide genuine emotional support

Let the agent ask how things are going

Motivate, relieve pressure (micro-coaching)

Increases customer value and trust
